2024 TOURNAMENT SCHEDULE- The 2024 event schedule is posted on the website.  Peter Hong volunteered to chair the May 15 LN tournament at Los Robles. 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RULES REMINDERS- Peter Hong is handling the role of Rules Chairman.  He is working on updating and publishing the local rules.  Several of the regular Rules of Golf that may be of interest are shown below.   Note that the Lift, Clean, and Place in fairways rule will end at the end of March 2024.[image: ]




Lost Ball or Out of Bounds.
A ball that is lost or goes out of bounds may be played as a provisional ball from the tee, or where it was hit, with a one stroke penalty.  Alternatively, if a ball cannot be found, after a 3-minute search, or is determined to be out of bounds, it is not recommended that the player return to the tee, but to take a two-stroke penalty, and place the ball in the fairway nearest where the ball was lost or out of bounds.   This is equivalent to a stroke and distance penalty upon returning to the tee.  This will speed pace of play.  

Casual Water
A player may get a free drop out of casual water on any part of the general area on the golf course, Except in a penalty area (Any area marked with red or yellow stakes). If the ball is in casual water, and is not playable inside a penalty area, the player must take a one stroke penalty and drop the original ball or a new ball two club lengths from point of entry, or go back as far as the player wishes leaving the point of entry in line with the pin and drop with a one stroke penalty. The player must take total relief from the penalty area when dropping his ball

Playing the ball as it lays
Playing the ball down (or as it lays) means the player may not move his ball no matter what condition, except casual water as noted above. This includes tree roots and rocks. If a tree well is ringed with rocks or a plastic barrier, or mulch then the player may take a free drop lateral no closer to the pin. Also, there is no penalty when moving the ball from a sprinkler head or an animal burrowed hole. If there are tire tracks on the course except in the penalty area, In this case the player gets a free drop one club length no closer to the hole. The player may also clean his ball prior to dropping the ball.

Sprinkler Head Relief Around the Green
If a sprinkler head is between the players ball and the green, and the sprinkler is 2 club lengths from the green and the ball is two club lengths from the sprinkler, the player may move his ball a club length either direction no closer to the hole without a penalty

Embedded Ball
When a player’s ball is in its own pitch-mark made as a result of the player’s previous stroke and where part of the ball is below the level of the ground.
A ball does not necessarily have to touch soil to be embedded (for example, grass and loose impediments may be between the ball and the soil).

Grounding the golf club
The player may ground his club anywhere in the general area. This includes penalty areas except sand traps.
